If you forgot your login 

password, call the SRF office or stop by to have it reset.

To register:

Step 1. Go to www.condominiumassociates.com and click on the "Owner Login" link at 

the top of our website, then click "Continue". 

Step 2. On the login page, select "Register" to Create Your Account.

Step 3. Enter your name, property address, phone number and email address in the 
appropriate boxes.
Step 4. Check the boxes under "Directory Listing" that you would like to display in the 
community online directory.
Step 5. Click the "Submit" button to register. You will receive a confirmation email with 
your password within 24-48 business hours of registering.
Your account page will then appear and you will see the options and features that are 
available to you.

When you are logged into your account you can click on “Switch Account” at the top 
right. This will show all of your accounts you have online access to. If the Summertree 
account is not listed, click on “Register an Additional Property” and follow the prompts.

GATE ENTRY SYSTEM
When your friends, family or visitors are coming into Summertree after 9 PM, they MUST stop at the Gate House and 
use the Telephone Entry System at the kiosk to the left of them. They have two options to contact you for entry at that 
point.
1. They can use the A to Z button to scroll through the names and find yours. Once your name is highlighted they press 

the call button.
2. Or they can enter your 4 digit code on the key pad. If you do not know your code, please contact the SRF office to 

obtain it.
Both ways will call the phone number you gave us. On your end, press the number 9 on your phone to activate the 
gates to open.
Please note: Some phones are set up to block unknown numbers or phone calls that may be spam. If there is an issue 
with the callbox not calling the phone number you provided to SRF, please save the callbox phone number into your 
phone 727-857-0704. Note: If you have had issues with your entry bar code on your car not working at the gate, 
please make note of the 5 digit number on the bar code and call the office at 727-856-2332. Sheila or Kara can check 
and update the system if necessary.
